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CTE Program AI Use & Academic Integrity Policy
Purpose
This policy ensures that students use artificial intelligence (AI) tools ethically and responsibly, supporting hands-on skill development rather than replacing it.

Guiding Principles
1. CTE learning is performance-based.
Students must demonstrate skills through labs, demonstrations, simulations, and real-world tasks.
2. AI is allowed as a support tool, not a substitute.
AI may assist with brainstorming, research, or planning, but cannot complete graded work that requires personal skill, judgment, or hands-on performance.
3. Integrity is essential to workplace readiness.
Trades rely on trust, safety, and accuracy. Misusing AI undermines professional standards.

Acceptable Uses of AI
Students may use AI for:
· Brainstorming ideas
· Clarifying concepts
· Practicing interview questions
· Generating study guides
· Comparing training programs (e.g., using SkillPointe)
· Exploring career pathways
· Drafting early ideas for projects (not final submissions)

Unacceptable Uses of AI
Students may NOT use AI to:
· Generate final written assignments
· Complete lab reports without doing the lab
· Fabricate data, measurements, or observations
· Produce answers for tests, quizzes, or certifications
· Create troubleshooting steps without performing the work
· Submit AI-generated images, diagrams, or schematics as their own
· Replace hands-on practice or demonstrations

Assessment Expectations
Students must be able to:
· Explain their work orally
· Show step-by-step reasoning
· Provide photos/videos of their own process
· Demonstrate skills in person
· Reflect on mistakes and learning
If a student cannot explain or replicate their work, the instructor may require a re-assessment.

Consequences of Misuse
AI misuse is treated as academic dishonesty. Consequences may include:
· Redoing the assignment
· Loss of credit
· Additional skill demonstrations
· Academic integrity review

Students must disclose when and how AI was used in any assignment.
Example: “I used AI to brainstorm ideas but wrote the final response myself.”
