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Strategy 1. Making Assignments Hands-On, Not Copyable
AI can write an essay about HVAC systems.
AI cannot:
· Diagnose a faulty compressor
· Wire a circuit
· Measure tolerance
· Interpret a weld
· Troubleshoot a brake system

Recommendation:
Shift written tasks into performance tasks, lab reflections, or evidence-based documentation.
Example:
Instead of “Explain how to test a circuit,” ask:
“Upload a photo of your multimeter reading and describe what you observed.”

Strategy 2. Require Evidence of Process, Not Just Final Answers
AI gives perfect answers instantly.
Students show learning through a messy, human process.
Faculty can require:
· Step-by-step notes
· Photos/videos of work in progress
· Tool selection explanations
· Mistake logs (“What went wrong and how did you fix it?”)
· Voice memos describing decisions
This makes AI-generated shortcuts useless.

Strategy 3. Use “Local Context” Prompts AI Can’t Fake
AI struggles with hyper-specific, real-world details.
Examples:
· “Based on the equipment in our shop…”
· “Using the wiring diagram from last week’s lab…”

· “Using the SkillPointe salary data for your region…”
AI can’t guess what happened in your classroom.

Strategy 4. Incorporate SkillPointe as a Required Tool

· “Find the salary range for your chosen trade in your ZIP code.”

This is one of the most effective anti-cheating strategies in CTE.

Strategy 6. Use “AI-Required” Assignments to Teach Integrity
Instead of banning AI, teach students how to use it ethically.

· “Use AI to brainstorm, but not to write your final answer.”

· “Use AI to compare two tools, then verify accuracy in class.”
This builds AI literacy and reduces misuse.

Strategy 7. Create “AI-Resistant” Writing Prompts
AI struggles with:
· Personal experience
· Local details
· Reflections on hands-on work
· Mistakes and learning moments
· Shop-specific equipment
Example:
“Describe a time in the shop when you misdiagnosed a problem. What did you learn?”
AI can’t fake your students’ lived experiences.

Strategy 8. Use Rubrics That Reward Thinking, Not Output
Shift grading toward:
· Reasoning
· Decision-making

Faculty can ask students to submit:
